The Employment and Training Administration (ETA) is pleased to respond to your request for a a waiver of statutory and regulatory requirements under the Workforce Investment Act (WIA).  This action is taken under the Secretary’s authority to waive certain requirements of WIA Title I, Subtitles B and E, and sections 8-10 of the Wagner-Peyser Act.  The request was written in the format identified in WIA section 189(i)(4)(B) and 20 CFR 661.420(c), and meets the standard for approval at 20 CFR 661.420(e).  The following is the disposition of the State’s waiver request (copy enclosed).  

Waiver of the WIA regulations at 20 CFR 666.100 to exempt the state from including credential attainment outcomes for participants enrolled in on-the-job training in the credential performance measure calculations.
The State is requesting a waiver to exempt it from including credential attainment outcomes in the credential performance measure calculations for participants enrolled in on-the-job training.  The State is granted this waiver for PY 2013 through PY 2016, from July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2017.  The State must continue to report outcomes in the Workforce Investment Act Standardized Record Database (WIASRD) for participants enrolled in on-the-job-training.  
The approved waiver is incorporated by reference into the State’s WIA Grant Agreement, as provided for under paragraph 3 of the executed Agreement, and this constitutes a modification of the State Plan.  A copy of this letter should be filed with the State’s WIA Grant Agreement and the approved State Plan.  In addition, as required by TEGL No. 29-11, the State should address the impact this waiver has had on the State’s performance in the WIA annual performance report, due on October 1 of each year.
